A brief overview of our expenses incurred since Dember’s News Letter include our

annual insurance at $600.00, $955.00 Hunt Test (imme of $790.00) and that includes
judges gifts and the AKC fees for applications andhen for fees by entry. Bird fees alone
for the Hunt Test were $480.00. $455.00 expense Bonew propane grill and a re-supply of
Hunt Test Ribbons which cost us $295.00. On thedome side we have received $181.00 in
bird sales to club members at our original cost. Anual dues have been coming in at a slow
rate but we have received $415.00 up to this repotime. Fun Hunt brought us $155.00

STOP AND STAND STILL

By Mike Jones

Recently | was talking out in the training grourssh&l realized that for some the concept of
teaching the pointing dog to stop and stand salt wnfathomable. In an attempt to overcome
this | thought perhaps an expanded explanationangsod thing.



The reason we want the dog to learn to stop amdi sl is simply put if one grasps the idea
that all of the different things except for retiiiey is based on that idea. The point is basically
that but more important than just that when we waritave a mechanism to control the situation
and teach the dog to be steady to wing and shio¢. dbg is taught to point by a simulated wild
flush repeated until the dog realizes on its ovat thcannot rush or sneak up on the bird
successfully and points instead. Now here is tbhelpm if you have not taught a mechanism to
reinforce the steadiness than it is reasonablelteve that the dog’s steadiness will always be in
guestion. This can be overcome by the processs®opisly explained in the Use of the Pinch
Collar, and The Introduction of the Electric Colldf you have taught as these articles support
the dog to stop and stand on command than the mischaxists to stop the dog on its break and
using that conditioned response teach the dog stda&ly to wing and shot.

An off shoot of this is that as we train the doghathe Pinch Collar and later the E-Collar we use
those opportunities that present themselves tdtdecdog to stop on a flush and to honor
another dogs point. In fact what we do is sefsthge for the mechanism we have been
developing to be used to also reinforce these tiditianal activities as well. Obviously if the
E-Collar has been used to be the signal for thetdetpp and stand still than it can be used to
stop the dog each and every time it encounterddaflush or another dog on point. Once again
after a sufficient number of repetitions the dodl begin to stop to the flush and honor a point.

Therefore it is to develop the mechanism for cdritrat we teach the dog to stop and stand still.
In the program developed by Bill West and Bill Galols we are developing a dog’s potential and
trying not to remove any of its enthusiasm. Onthefbiggest differences between their
program and others | have observed is the wordhtelds a word that is not in the vocabulary
of the breakers and | am sorry to say that the deftgct the difference in style and intensity.
