As
you know the ending was happy in both situations. ey both have lifetime stories to tell,
one humorous and one with a more serious slant. €&l for anyone who has lost their dog
and know how upsetting it is to experience. | candver emphasize how very important it is
to get a collar on your young dog as one of the §t steps in bringing them home.
Identification on that collar and any other collarsthat you may use, such as e-collars and
tracking collars are of equal importance. Don’t buythe little tags that you can get from the
machine at Walmart, but get the flat, brass name gltes that can be riveted to any of your
collars. | think as sporting dogs one of the firstnstincts that they have is to go hunting
when they are turned loose. That drive will alwaysome to the surface and can pose
potential problems for the dog and of course the omer. Taking those additional steps of
collar id and perhaps even the micro chip implantedare good insurance policies. Olga has




the chip, but when the person who found her took hreo the new Animal Shelter in Sierra
Vista, the attendants didn’t want the dog brought nto the shelter and never even thought
of waving the wand over her. Now that seems contrgrto the goal of protection and
humane treatment. Fancy shelters are great but thegre only as good as the people that
work in them. A simple 5 minutes to check her wouldhave terminated Olga’s “lost”
situation and returned her to Buck and Paulette mub sooner than she was. In short, don’t
assume anything when it comes to protecting and regering your lost dog.

DOG SHOWS

DOG SHOWS (conformation events) are intended to elWaate breeding stock. The dog’s
conformation (overall appearance and structure), i€n indication of the dog’s ability to
produce quality puppies.

Judges examine the dogs, then give awards accorditgghow closely each dog compares to
his/her mental image of the dog described in the leed’s official standard. The standard
describes the characteristics that allow the breetb perform the function of which it was
bred. These include specifications for structureiemperament and movement.

Each dog presented to a judge is exhibited by itsnmer, breeder or a hired professional.
Dogs in competition at conformation shows are comgieg for points toward their AKC
championships. It takes 15 points, including two mjors (wins of three, four or five points.

A Dog's Purpose - a 6-year-old’s perspective

Being a veterinarian, | had been called to examine a ten-year-old Irish Wolfhound named
Belker. The dog's owners, Ron, his wife Lisa, and their little boy Shane, were all very attached
to Belker, and they were hoping for a miracle. | examined Belker and found he was dying of
cancer. | told the family | could do nothing for Belker, and offered to perform the euthanasia



procedure for the old dog in their home.

As we made arrangements, Ron and Lisa told me they thought it would be good for six-year-old
Shane to observe the procedure. They felt as though Shane might learn something from the
experience.

The next day , | felt the familiar catch in my throat as Belker's family surrounded him. Shane
seemed so calm, petting the old dog for the last time, that | wondered if he understood what was
going on. Within a few minutes, Belker slipped peacefully away.

The little boy seemed to accept Belker's transition without difficulty or confusion. We sat
together for a while after Belker's Death, wondering aloud about the sad fact that animal lives
are shorter than human lives. Shane, who had been listening quietly, piped up, 'l know

why.' Startled, we all turned to him. What came out of his mouth next stunned me. I'd never
heard a more comforting explanation.

He said, 'People are born so that they can learn how to live a good life -- like loving everybody
all the time and being nice, right?' The six-year-old continued, 'Well, dogs already know how to
do that, so they don't have to stay as long.’

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Beginning with the Pinch Collar

by Mike Jones

Using the method endorsed by the CBDC for traimihg pointing breed is predicated on the
ability of the handler to have his or her dog statidl This statement while easy to make is in
fact one of the more difficult things to achievéet once the dog has mastered this simple
maneuver the rest of the training is nothing mbemnta variant of this ability.

The first step is accomplished through the usé®fRinch Collar. We begin by attaching the
Pinch Collar and Check Cord to the dog. The hargtieuld insure that good contact will be
made with the dog and that the Collar will reless®mothly and quickly after each use. This
procedure is much like what is taught in obediemoek using a Chock Chain. One of the most
common errors made by the handler is the distaatwed®n him and the dog. | like to keep the
dog within five (5) to eight (8) feet of me wheng@ning. This allows me to easily slide my
hand closer to the dog during the beginning mamsuweemaintain control. The conceptual basis
for what we are doing maintains that in every stepare setting a stage or situation that affords
the dog only two options the right one or the wrong. Using this as a guide we begin leading
the dog out into the training area seeking a dpaitwill afford us freedom of movement and
view. Than by moving your hand closer down the €kh@ord closer to the collar begin giving
the dog a series of short, sharp tugs on the céfd.are not trying to stop the dog or impede it
progress but rather irritate it until it comes tstep naturally. Once the dog stops slide your
hand down within an inch or two of the buckle oa Binch Collar so that you can impede any
movement to the right or left. Placing you othandi on the tail of the dog administer a short,
sharp tug with the Pinch Collar and set the dogdk laacinch or two at the same time.
Immediately begin stroking the dog and pettingitalm it down and show your pleasure that it
is doing what you want. After repeated episodéasisfyou will find that the dog learns to stop
on its own to the command (a tug on the Pinch ©plla

Once the dog stops and stands to the command yaldsiegin giving the dog more room and
begin backing your hand away from the collar. As gain success with this begin
incorporating new movements into the process. mBegilking in a semi circle about its hind
guarters at first working to eventually being atalevalk in a full circle about the dog at a
distance of five (5) to six (6) feet from the animALWAYS REMEMBER THAT THE
CORECTIONS ARE WHAT TRAIN THE DOG. This caution ares simply that as you
incorporate the new move your dog will move or #lkufs feet. When ever that occurs apply
the correction which is the sharp tug and set back.

Finally always remember that this is all new andfasing not only to you but to the dog.
Therefore try not to make sudden and unnecessavements. Many is the time | have seen the
dog turn right or left at the command tug and taedter attempt to drag it back on coarse with
the Check Cord with his hand several feet fromcbiear. Remember to think first and than do.
Set the stage so that you have control. Move galvith a plan. PAY ATTENTION TO THE
DOG if you wish to visit and watch your neighboave the dog at home. Next month we will



talk about the use of the Electric Collar to repl#ee Pinch Collar for providing the Command
to stop and stand.

The concept we use is that the collars give the &\immmand. Latter it is a excellent idea to
incorporate the verbal whoa command for obediente in the field and at home. For field
work this verbal command has proven to be inadegieata multitude of reasons not the least
being that your dog will be out of sight and mustfprm its task based solely on its training.
